Positive Outreach Program
The Linden Steam Academy has worked hard to take student safety and discipline seriously.  Negative behavior is dealt with swiftly and efficiently communicated to families/caretakers through the assistant principals or teachers.  

Now, in an effort to help create a more positive school climate at Linden Steam Academy, the Governing Board is instituting a diverse campaign to create positive one-on-one connections to all our student’s families/caretakers.

Teachers, including exploratory specialists, are encouraged to pick one of several ways to reach out to their student’s families/caretakers:

1) Use www.classdojo.com (FREE!) to encourage students and engage parents.  See Sonia Miller for more information.  Teachers sign up and send an account code home to the parents to login to an app or the website.

2) Make phone calls to 2 or 3 families per week.

3) Use the pre-stamped positive postcards that will be provided to you by the office.   Students can fill out the address on the postcards in class and you can send them when you have something positive to share. (Specifically encouraged for families who speak a different language)
The goal of all these is to have a quick interaction with the families/caretakers of our students to relate a story about the day, share some positive comments, or check in to see how the family/student is doing.  For students whose family speaks a foreign language we encourage you to use positive postcards and language your student will be able to translate if necessary.

Please feel free to come up with your own ideas on this matter and share with your grade/team.  These actions can be used toward the SMART goals on teacher performance reviews.
